Tuljaram Chaturchand college and IIRS-ISRO have entered into a Memorandum of understanding (MoU)
aimed to foster quality assurance and quality sustenance in RS, GIS and GNSS.

Department of Geography has started 1IRS (ISRO's) three months e-learning certificate course on "Basics of
Remote Sensing (RS), Geographical Information System (GlS) & Global Navigation Satellite System (GNSS) to
enhance the knowledge of Remote RS, GIS & GNSS among students and teachers". The course is scheduled from
22" August to 18" November, 2016. This online (video conference) course of 12-week duration with 4/5
lectures per week, is an unique opportunity to learn the basics of RS, GIS & GNSS and their applications by
devoting one-and-half-hour each day at the place of stay of the participant. The course is scheduled in four
modules (RS, GNSS, GIS and Applications). The course is run free of cost through internet using A-VIEW
