Achievement of the Department:

1. Our NCC CQMS Ashish Taware got selected in Indian Army’s Army Aviation Corps as
Soldier.

2. NCC officer of Tuljaram Chaturchand College, Baramati, Lt. Vivek Bale received an award
from Major General Raj Sinha for his outstanding performance at the NCC's apex camp on the
occasion of Republic Day in Delhi, as well as for his excellent conduct in the Guard of Honor
at the RDC Camp. For the first time in the history of TC College, Lieutenant Bale was selected
for the RDC camp.

Lt. Vivek Bale was selected for Inter Group Competition RDC from 2 Maharashtra Battalion
NCC Pune, where 56 NCC cadets from seven groups from Maharashtra participated.
