One-day national level seminar on ‘Partition of India and its Afterlife’

Partition Horrors Remembrance Day is a national memorial day in India on 14
August, first declared by prime minister Narendra Modi in 2021, that commemorates the
victims and sufferings of people during the partition of India. Partition of India changed
South Asia's history and geography and affected several lives in the Indian subcontinent.
While India celebrates the diamond jubilee of independence, it still remembers the deaths of
millions during and after the partition. The wounds and trauma of partition will never be

healed.

To remember this unfortunate crucial event in history, departments of History,
Politics, Sociology, Hindi, and English organized a one-day seminar on the partition on
Tuesday, 31 January 2023. Eminent scholars in the field such as Dr. Ashok Chousalkar,
Mr. Jatin Desai, Dr. Gorakh Thorat and Dr. Anand Kulkarni addressed the audience
during the seminar. More than 300 students and tcachers registered for the seminar. The
seminar was streamed on YouTube Live, through which many participants could listen to the

speakers online. There were four sessions during the seminar.

Senior journalist, Mr. Jatin Desai inaugurated the seminar. In his inaugural address
Mr. Desai recounted the tragic incidents during the partition. He emphasized the need to
strengthen trade between India and Pakistan. He opined that if citizens of both the countries
could meet each other easily, the relationship between the two countries will strengthen. Dr.
Ashok Chousalkar, former professor and head, department of Political Science, Shivaji
University said that nations involved in terrorism will never make progress. Mutual
understanding and respect between India and Pakistan will prove beneficial to both the
countries. Dr. Thorat elaborated on the depiction of partition in Hindi novels and short
stories, while Dr. Anand Kulkarni spoke on portrayal of partition in English novels and shbrt
stories. Dr. C. V. MurumkKar, principal and convener of the seminar also addressed the

audience at the conference.

The seminar will certainly help students to understand the phenomenon of partition.
Teachers and students of nearby colleges too attended the seminar. Dr. Pradip Saravade, Dr.
